Quinte Health's Anaesthesiology group covers the Operating Rooms, obstetrical services, inpatient acute
pain, and preoperative work. About 10,000 surgical procedures are carried out each year. Births at Quinte
Health each year number between 1400 — 1500.

Home base will be Trenton Memorial Hospital, one of four sites making up Quinte Health which also
includes Belleville General Hospital, Prince Edward County Hospital in Picton, and Bancroft.

The six operating rooms and pre- and post-surgical care areas at Belleville General Hospital were built in
2014. The operating rooms are large and are well-equipped with high-tech equipment. There are three
modern ORs at the Trenton site and an endoscopy suite in Picton. The candidate will work in all three
surgical sites with OBS at the Belleville site only. Expected OR time is 0.6 FTE with a high likelihood of
more if desired.
